As part of our continuing commitment to the Arts, Kingsmead have partnered with British Youth Music Theatre.
BYMT is a national theatre company that develops young singers, actors, dancers and musicians, as well as emerging
artists and stage technicians, and produces original theatre productions with young people every summer. Their
prestigious alumni include Ed Sheeran, Sam Smith and Charlotte Ritchie. Their aims align with Kingsmead’s vision
for the Arts in giving our students opportunities to develop their performance skills and to grow RIME values within
their Arts experiences.

BYMT will be coming into school to deliver a ‘Discovery Theatre’ day. They will be delivering a Careers & Auditions
Day on Friday, 15™ December from 8:30am-3:30pm at the school, sharing their passion for theatre and outlining the
range of careers in professional theatre and arts industries. Pupils will be immersed into the world of theatre, learn
about the many aspects of production and get hands on experience of performance (singing, acting, dancing) and
song writing.

To be clear, your child does not have to commit to a workshop or production in the summer if successful with their
audition. This is completely separate to the experience of the day itself. They can attend the ‘Discovery Theatre’ day
without needing to commit to anything extra. You can simply enjoy the experience of the day itself. is a fantastic
opportunity for Kingsmead students to access industry professionals and foster their skills in the Performing

Arts. There is no cost, as the price of the day has been covered by Kingsmead and BYMT.

Students are to arrive at 8:30am in the Palace Theatre (main hall) on Friday in sports/loose fitted clothing suitable
for practical activity. Lunch will be 12:30pm until 1pm.
